Ms. White reviewed the building plan that isin place provided the Sales Tax if approved
by voters. Members were given information that is located at www.gwinnett.k12.ga.us.
Community input was also discussed regarding groups for and against the tax. The vote
for the renewal of SPLOST is Tuesday, November 2, 2006.

Safety and security, in light of recent school shootings, were discussed. An entry chime
will be added to the front door. In addition parents will have to present their IDs and
validate information on the student for whom they are visiting upon entering the school.
Council members requested additional fencing between Richards Middle School and
Cedar Hill to limit access to non-school students or adults. Ms. White agreed to pursue
this agendaitems with Building and Grounds. Ms. White aso discussed minor changes
to the school’ s L ockdown procedures and the possibility of getting video cameras at
critical locations.

The need for the yellow hit posts at the entrance to the parent pick-up location was aso
discussed. Those are to be replaced during the week of October 9, 2006.

Discipline data from August and September 2006 were shared. Office referrals were
down between %2 and 1/3 over last year’ stotal number of office referrals.

Ms. White informed the School Council of the school’ s receipt of the Title | School of
Distinction award for achieving AY P (Adeguate Y early Progress) for the past three years.

There was some discussion about the increased student mobility and how Cedar Hill staff
isresponding to this challenge. Parent education is akey initiative, along with teacher-
parent communication, and building strong, effective relationships among teachers,
students, and parents.
